Return to ‘Normal’ classroom operations-
Monday, 4 May

In the letter that went home yesterday afternoon, | made mention of the
fact that we will be returning to ‘normal’ classroom operations as of
next Monday. This decision was based on the fact that the vast majority
of students are currently attending school, along with the fact that
many parents/caregivers have indicated that their child/ren would only
be undertaking Learning at Home for the first three days of the school
term, and would be returning to school next week. As such, it made
good sense to return to regular classroom operations earlier than
expected.

As outlined in the letter, students who are undertaking their Learning at
Home will still have access to the class based programme of work set
by their classroom teacher for next week. However, as we move into
Week 3 of term, the programme of work on offer for our Learning at
Home students will be year level based and coordinated by Mrs Alison
Ruhen. Please bear in mind that whilst some of the materials provided
by Mrs Ruhen may reflect what is being taught at the classroom level,
it will not reflect the entirety of the classroom programme provided by
each individual classroom teacher.
